TDM now allows you to export and import your master player database.  This can be done if you need to transfer data from one computer to another or simply to have a backup of your players information.  
Note:  The database can not be transferred to other TDM users.  The database can only be imported and exported by the same user/login.

Step 1: In TDM go to file>player master record>export database
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Step 2: Then choose where you want to save the file.  We recommend that you save it in a location other then the TDM files.  
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This creates a file that can then be imported if need be.  

To restore this file, simply repeat step 1 but choose import.  Then Repeat step 2 but locate the saved file.  The system will then restore the player master database.
